‘ small farmers of Arikansas and 'iississippi. On the other
) hand, rice-growvers from the chief rice-groiszing states of
California, Texas, and Louisiana are protesting that
increased production will drive their prices down and that
tlie proposed minimum »rice is too low to nrotect then.

Th:is apparent exmansion of rice production can be properly
understood only in the context of tihe forced-collanse of
livestock and otiher grain-farming throughout the advanced
sector. ‘TJorkers who cannot afford increasinglv scarce
peef or even wiolevheat products will have to substitute the
relatively protein-deficient rice. Rjice nroduced on labor-
intensive Soutaern farms t7ill »rovide a cheap food
supply necessary to maintain workers who are resettled into
“Project Inderandence” workcamns on a bare subsistence diet.

ROCKXEFELLER PLAIIS "LIMITED NUCLEAR ™AR" I [1IDEAST:
PRESSURE GROWS FOR SCELESINGER PRRESS CONFEREHNCE

NE"7 YORX, Oct. 11 (IPS)--Lane Kirkland, Secretary Treasurer
of the AFL~CIO and a member of David Rockefeller's
sunranational fascist shadow-aovernment, the Trilateral
Corrission, briefed a gatliering of visiting "’est German trade
unionists €rom the J3G2 Trade union confzderation on the
‘liddle Fast situation, Oct. 2 in 'ashington, D.C.

Kirkland told the closed meeting: “This is the most
critical situation since "Jorld War II. . . “'e are returning
to the days of the 'iarsiall Plan. . . and our view on the
Bastern European (Soviet) bloc must be strong. . . The Arabs
are tryina to start a 'iiddle Iast war through blackmail and
extortion. . . If there is a ’liddle fast war, it will be
for keeps."”

Kirkland is also a member of ilelson “ocliefeller's Cormmiss-~
ion on Critical Choices for Americans.

Phone calls to representatives of Iran and Kuwait re-
vealed that, in their owninion, the United States would
"not allow" a nuclear attack bv Israel on an ’.rad countrvy.

Eowever, tihis illusion was blasted yesterday, Oct. 10,
when, in a develovment closely related to ¥irkland's speoch,
CENTO Regional Political Division Pead for the Indian Ocean,
:ir. Grant, told IPS corresvondents in "ashington that no
protective measures were being taken by the U.S. against
an Israeli nuclear weapons attack--"none,” declar=d ''r. Grant.
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Briefing calls from members of the International Caucus
of Labor Committees to Egyntian and Syrian representatives
elicited hysterical reactions when the Xirkland speech
was raised. A Jordanian representative indicated that
if Israel used atomic weamons, it would he "wiped out”.

Trilateral Commission Plans 'Jar

Zbigniew Brzezinski, Chairman of Rockefeller's Tri-
lateral Cormission, yesterday told the Labor Cormittees
that: (1) Kirkland was "speaking only for himself";

(2) however, the Trilateral Cormission does "brief the
State Depmartment--we brief all government departments®; and
(3) the Trilateral Commission is currently maintaining a
"study group"” in the i1iddle East itself on the situation
there.

This information confirms the Labor Committee analysis
that iockefeller is escalating for "“limited tactical nuclear
war" in the ‘iiddle East, along the lines of .Jefense
Secretary Schlesinger"s "concentual breakthrough” against
the Soviets on the cuestion of nuclear war earlier this year.

Such a war would: (1) enable the Rockefellers to test
nuclear war in what the Central Intelligence ‘igencv has
determined to be a relatively "safe" area, before directing
it against the Soviet Union; (2) drive the Soviet Union
against the wall with a Pockefeller-directed nuclear war
on their southern flank; and (3) enforce Rockefeller's 0il
Hoax-1974, now underway.

Theo Sommer, member of the Trilateral Commission and
editor of the "Test German daily Die Zeit, today confirmed
that "limited tactical nuclear 7ar" in .the “lideast is the
policy of th= Trilateral Commission.
