UMW LE;DERENIP ASSISTS GOVORTIDNT IN
PLANNING MILITARIZATION FOR UPCOMING STRIKE

"MSHIIIGTOl, D.C.,; llov. 7 (IP8)--The Unlted Mine "orkers leadership
is meeting regularly with revresentatives of the Federal Energy
.amlnlstratlon, the Jatlonal Governors Conference, and other govern-
nent “energy energency” coordinating bodies to plan further mili-
tarization of the U. S. econonly during the upcoming miners’ strike.

To Bowns, Special Executive Assistant for Environmental and
Energy ffairs to Governor Ifarvin iMandel. of.iiaryland, told IPS
yesterday that assistants. to UMI7 President Arnold Hiller have been
nmeeting with Governors' representatives fron all 50 states to
schedule energy rationing "so that people won't freeze."” Said Bowns,

“"ile are in a united front with the UM7. "

Today UM officials are meeting with representatives: of
President Ford's "War Cabinet,” the Domestic Council, to go over
various strike scenarios. The Domestic Council includes Secretary
of the Interior Rogers llorton and officials of the Federal Energy
Administration.

Bowns' remarks indicate that one of the contingency plans beinc
considered by the Rockefeller-controlled Uil leadership is scabbing
on its own strike "so that people won't freeze.” Such a development
could be scheduled to occur after one to three weeks of complete
shutdown, during which large-scale layoffs, rationing, and general
econonic paralysis will be blamed on the set-up miners.

according to Bowns, the UMY offiqials meeting regularly with
the Governors Conference Energy Project are Ed ' James and-Rick Banks.
James, a thiree-time visitor to the United Auto Tlorkers brainwashing
center at Black Lakes, is familiar to subscribers as the UlY
spokesnan who thought last winter's British miners' strike, which
resulted in a tlirce-day work week for the British working class,
was a victory for the miners.

BLACII LAXES ALCOIOLIS'T COMFERENCE EXCLUDES
IPS REPCRTELRS

BLACX LAKES, MICH., Hov. 7 (IPS)--Two rcporters from ilew Solidarity
International Press Service were denied admission vesterday to a

two day industrial brainwashing planning conference sponsored by thc
Hational Council on Alcoholism. This conference took place at the
UAY's BRlack Lakes resort, the notorious menticide center. In a

phone interview carlier in the weeck, IICA Labor ’anagement head Bill
ouncan had told IPS that representatives would be "most welcome. All
sessions will be open to the press.” :

At Black Lakes, vhen the reporters' car apmroachad a3 guard hon-
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¢’0fdl ghts flashced on, cornhing the entire adjacent wooded area.

The alleged UA™ recreation center was surrounded by bharbed wire
f;nce. A private amoulance was varked just inside. Guards nervously
denanded full press credcentials (all of which were in orcder). After
an extended delay, IPS reportors were told that they would not he al
lowed in and they were ordered to leave immediately, with no further
exrlanation.

This response, suddenly "closing® an admittedly open conference
hen llew Solicdarity showed up, was predictable. The attendance of
outsiae forccs representing the working class would have sabotaged
the entire scheduled operation. Gathered at the world's only maximur
security rccreational center were representatives of labor, manage-~
mnent, and government, to plan out the next .lcvel of mass industrial
brainwvesiaing under the guise of alcohol rchabilitation. Political
~rorkers are targctted for brainwashing. 1ICATs 179 local affiliate
organizations have been instrumental in setting un mind-killing
programs in Betalcheri Steel, Revnolds Tobacco, Ford, Chrysler, and
General iiotors == just to name a few.

Duncan described the ICA's apnroach to alcoholism: by bringing
lebor and management together, the brainsashér can crcatc the maxi-
nwa vressure on the worker with an alleged érinking proklem, “The
alcoholic is onc who balks until the alternative =-- ie., job loss --
is worsec than the condition.”
