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CIA REACTIVATES FASCIST TERRORISTS IN ITALY1 
IRA B0r4BS HEA TH RESIDENCE 

ROME, Dec. 22 (IPS)--The CIA reactivated the fascist MSI group 
today after more than three months of silence. An MSI rally in 
the working class district New Montaverde, here erupted into a 

pitched fire fight with police and more than 150 armed leftist 
youth. Three police were shot and 19 others were hurt by fire 
bombs ... -two gravely. The police detained 37 youth, including one 
in possession of a 7.65 caliber pistol.

The rally was addressed by MSI member Pino Rauti, an opera­
tive of the Nazi network of Otto Skorzeny who is well known as a 
traveller among right-wing terror groups. After Rauti had whipped 
the crowd into a frenzy, the 450 armed youth suddenly appeared 
and the fight broke out. 

The setup for violence was Nelson Rockefeller's psywar 'mes­
sage to the Italian Communist Party (PCI) in its current debate 
over the question of PCI leader and CIA agent Giorgio Amendola: 
if the PCI decides to make a left turn, the fascist dogs of the 
MSI will be unleashed on the PCI. 

British Terror 

In other terrorist activity today, the Irish Republican 
Army (IRA) bombed the residence of Conservative Party leader 
Edward Heath, less than one-third of a mile away from Buckingham 
Palace. Heath was not at home at the time of the blast: reported­
ly he was on his way to Ireland.

ETHIOPIA: CIA GETS "SOCIALIS�-1" UNDERt'lAY 

Dec. 22 (IPS)--Twenty-thousand sullen students ma rched at gun­
point before members of the military government in Addis Ababa 
Dec. 17 in a development which went nearly unreported in the 
Anglo-American press until today. The march \'1as a test· run for 
the Mengistu gover�ent, which succeeded, according to front-page 
bourgeois press reports ye�terday which.announced the·government's 
turn to "socialism" after a pe�iod of press black-out on Ethiopia. 

The failure of the previous government to coopt and militar­
ize students, trade unionists, and the general population led to 
the murder of its leader General Aman by his CIA sponsor, Major 
Mengistu, Nov. 24. Mengistu, who has consistently backed Rocke­
feller policies, has been openly acknowledged as the actual head 
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of govermnent since then. t'lengistu evidently barely passed the 
test Dec. 17, since all exits to the stadium were patrolled by 
guards with submachine guns, while the students themselves were 
circled by armed cavalry as they marched in dress parade, mostly 
silent, to an hour of military music. Students are now being 
mobilized to the countryside to "modernize" backward farming 
along slave-labor lines, under the cover of such Haoist slogans 
as " serve the people" and "teach the peasants.1I 

The " socia;I.ist program" reported in the press today has the 
ideological features already familiar as appropriate to CIA slave­
labor organizing: encouragement for small-scale industries along 
with emphasis on hard work, lithe right to work and earn," "Ethi­
opia first means Ethiopian socialism," and the idea that social­
ism was the original form of govermnent in Ethiopia. 

Appropriately, government figurehead General Teferi has 
identified the new program by holding out the examples of Cuba, 
Tanzania, and India, countries which, he said, had successfully 
carried out similar efforts, according to the New York Times. 
India, however, is now experiencing mass starvation, and the out­
look for Tanzania under Rockefeller's Fourth Norld "redevelopment 
programs" is similarly grim. 
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
