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SOVIETS EXPOSE PEKING-DIRECTED DRUG-RUNNING IN THE U.S.

SEPT. 18 (IPS)--THE SOVIET UNION HAS CHARGED MAOIST CHINESE DIP-
LOMATS ARE SENDIG HEROIN TO THE UNITED STATES IN RETURN FOR
SOPHISTICATED MILITARY ELECTRONICS EQUIPMENT. THE CHARGES ARE
CONTAINED IN THE LITERATURNAYA GAZETA OF SEPT. 15 AND WERE RE-
PRINTED IN THE EAST GERMAN DAILY, DIE WAHRHEIT, AND THE LATEST
ISSUE OF HORIZONT, THE MONTHLY JOURNAL OF THE EAST GERMAN SOCIAL-
IST UNITY PARTY (SED).

THE INFORMATION ON THE PEKING-LED DRUG-RUNNING IN THE U.S. IS
BASED ON THREE TRIALS WHICH TOOK PLACE IN NEW YORK CITY LAST
MARCH, APRIL AND MAY AGAINST CHINESE DRUG SMUGGLERS, WHERE IT WAS
REVEALED THAT IN LITTLE MORE THAN 18 MONTHS, HEROIN AND OPIUM :
WORTH MORE THAN A QUARTER OF A MILLION DOLLARS WAS SMUGGLED FROM
SOUTH CHINA TO NEW YORK, SAN FRANCISCO, LOS ANGELES, CHICAGO AND
PHILADELPHIA. AT THE TRIAL, FIVE OF THE DEFENDANTS CONFESSED
IMMEDIATELY AND ENTERED GUILTY PLEAS. DISTRICT ATTORNEY CHARLES
KLEIMAN SUMMED UP THE TESTIMONY TO THE SOVIET CORRESPONDENT IN
THE FOLLOWING WAY: #WE ARE NOW IN POSSESSION OF INDISPUTABLE
EVIDENCE THAT HEROIN IS BEING SMUGGLED HERE FROM MAOIST CHINA."

SEPT. 18 (IPS)--A CONGRESSIONAL SOURCE CLOSE TO THE HOUSE COMMIT-

RONAN CONFIRMS ROCKY PLAN TO SINK BRITAIN

SEPT. 18 (IPS)--IN A TELEPHONE INTERVIEW WITH IPS YESTERDAY,
WILLIAM RONAN, LONG-TIME ROCKEFELLER FLUNKEY NOW SERVING AS HEAD
OF THE PORT AUTHORITY OF NEW YORK AND NEW JERSEY, CONFIRMED THAT
THE ROCKEFELLERS ARE ATTEMPTING TO GUT BRITISH INDUSTRY TO PRO-
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VOKE A FLIGHT OF CAPITAL FROM LONDON INTO THEIR CASH-STARVED NEW
YORK BANKS.

THE INTERVIEW FOLLOWED MEETINGS THIS WEEK BETWEEN RONAN AND
OTHER ROCKEFELLER AGENTS AND MRS. MARGARET THATCHER, LEADER OF
BRITAIN“S CONSERVATIVE PARTY. REPORTEDLY, THE AGENTS GROOMED
MRS. THATCHER TO REPLACE BRITISH PRIME MINISTER WILSON, WHO, RO-
NAN SAID, *OBVIOUSLY COULDN’T HANDLE THE SITUATION."

ALTHOUGH RONAN REFUSED TO DIVULGE THE CONTENTS OF HIS "PRIVI-
LEGED CONVERSATION" WITH MRS. THATCHER, HE AGREED THAT THE BRIT-
