THREW A SOP TO SUCH CRITICS AS GEORGE BALL BY MODIFYING HIS STAND
ON THE MIDEAST, CALLING BOTH FOR THE EVENTUAL REOPENING OF THE GEN-
EVA CONFERENCE AND INFORMAL MULTILATERAL MEETINGS OHN THE MIDEAST.
