MEXICAN PRESIDENT ECHEVERRIA
CALLS FOR DISARMAMENT AND DEVELOPMENT OF THIRD WORLD

UNITED NATIONS, OCT. 8 (IPS) == IN A SPEECH YESTERDAY MORNING TO
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE UNITED NATIONS MEXICAN PRESIDENT LUIS
ECHEVERRIA OUTLINED PROPOSALS FOR "A NEW WORLD ECONOMIC ORDER.Y
THROUGHOUT HIS SPEECH, ECHEVERRIA EMPHASIZED DISARMAMENT AND DEVEL-
OPMENT FOR THE THIRD WORLD, AS THE FOUNDATIONS OF THAT NEW WORLD
ORDER. THE MEXICAN PRESIDENT MADE A SPECIFIC FORCEFUL CALL FOR
ADJUSTING "PRODUCTION AND PRICES...TO A BLUEPRINT WHICH IS COMPAT-
IBLE WITH THE OVERALL INTERESTS OF MANKIND,"

ECHEVERRIA DECLARED THAT NO ADEQUATE SOLUTION HAS YET BEEN FOUND
TO "TRADE IMBALANCES AND FLOW OF CAPITAL," NOTING THAT THE EFFORTS
AT "INTERNATIONAL ASSISTANCE, ...HAS, ON THE CONTRARY, BROUGHT
ABOUT AN INCREASE IN FOREIGN DEBTS OF THE DEVELOPING COUNTRIES
AND THUS MADE THEIR SUBJECTION ALL THE MORE SEVERE." HE THEN CALL-
ED FOR “ESTABLISHING THE FINANCIAL MACHINERY AND INSTRUMENTS TO
DEAL WITH TRADE."

PRESIDENT ECEHVERRIA ALSO ACKNOWLEDGED "“THE SUPPORT THAT THE SOC-
IALIST COUNTRIES HAVE OFFERED THE PEOPLES OF THE THIRD WORLD...AND
THE SIGNIFICANT ROLE THEY ARE PLAYING IN THE BALANCING CORRELATION
OF WORLD FORCES."™ MTHE INDUSTRIALIZED COUNTRIES COULD ORGANIZE A
SCIENTIFIC REVOLUTION IN THE FIELD OF ENERGY," HE ADDED. MWHAT IS
NEEDED, HISTORICALLY SPEAKING, IS THE CREATION OF A TRUE ASSOCIA-
TION WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE NEW WORLD ORDER, BASED ON FAIR
PRICES, A RENEWAL OF TECHNOLOGY FOR ALL AND BENEFITS THAT WILL ONLY
BE AN ACCEPTABLE FACT IF THEY ARE COLLECTIVE IN NATURE AND PLACED
AT THE SERVICE OF THE GREATER PART OrF HUMANITY."

NEAR THE CONCLUSION OF HIS SPEECH ECHEVERRTA REITERATED: "“IF
THE ENORMOUS SUMS TODAY BEING SPENT ON ARMAMENTS WERE CHANNELLED
To THE OVER-ALL DEVELOPMENT OF THE WORLD, MUCH WOULD BE DONE THEN
TO ELIMINATE THE CONFLICTS WHICH TODAY DARKEN THE PRESENT AND FU-
TURE OF MANKIND." : ‘

IT IS WIDELY BELIEVED THAT THE MONEY WAS INTENDED T0O BE USED

UNION ELECTIONS. POLITICAL OBSERVERS INDICATE THAT THE FINNISH
COMMUNISTS HAVE A GOOD CHANCE OF WINNING THOSE ELECTIONS

REUSS CALLS FOR DEFACTO DEBT MORATORIUM

0CT. 8 (IPS) = REP. HENRY REUSS (D-WNISC), CHAIRMAN OF THE HOUSE
BANKING COMMITTEE, SAID YESTERDAY THAT THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT SHOULD
PROVIDE $7 BILLION IN LOANS AND LOAN GUARANTEES TO NEW YORK CITY
AND NEW YORK STATE TO PREVENT A DEFAULT RY THE CITY. IN EXCHANGE
FOR THIS AID VARINUS PRESS SOURCES REPORTED REUSS AS ASKING THAT

NEW YORK BANKS AND OTHER HOLDERS OF MAC SECURITIES DEFER INTEREST
AND PRINCIPAL PAYMENTS, IN THE CASE OF MAJOR BANKS, THIS DEFACTO
MORATORIUM FOR AS LONG AS FIVE YEARS. REUSS WAS CAREFUL NOT TO USE
THE WORDS DEBT MORATORIUM TO RESCRIBE HIS PROPOSAL.

REUSS MADE IT CLEAR THAT HIS PLAN LIKE A SIMILAR THOUGH LESS
SPECIFIC PROPOSAL BLURTED OUT BY SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY WIL-
LIAM SIMON THIS WEEKEND, WAS AIMED AT PREVENTING A BANKING PANIC.
"THIS- IS HOT A BAILOUT, REZUSS IS QUOTED AS SAYING. IT...

IS AN ATTEMPT TO PREVENT LETHAL FALLOUT (FROM A NEW YORK CITY DE-
FAULT) FROM THE REST OF THE COUNTRY AND WORLD.Y

REUSS SAID THAT WHILE RAMKS WOULD RE HURT BY A SUSPENSION OF
NDEBT SERVICE, IMN THE LONG RUM "THEY WOULD RECIEVE A MUCH HIGHER
PROBABILITY OF REPAYMENT THAN THEY NOW ENJOY,."
