Lrnil 30 (IP5)==The U.S.=nactaed fonterrey Group in Mexico has
shanned un ibﬁ efforts in rzcent davs to provoke armed clashes
hetween lefit and right-+ing gangs as part of a CIA and RAND
Corporaition stracegy to destabilize the government of President
Luis Zcheverriae. Two days ano one nerson was killed and six
ivrﬂ4 in an arned battle setwean agangs of qunmen at the Uni-
'a-ff v of Pusbla. Yesterday fishting broke out bhetween fascists
and leftists at the Univarsity of Sonora as 500 renorted leftists
tried to recapture the canpus from the so-called Micos, a fascist
groun in Sonora controlled by the CIA throush the United States
Information Sarvice in Sonora. The fighting in Sonora is contin-
ing today, Rightwing thuas controlled by the Yonterrey Group
have stajed a series of armed attacks on the National Autonomous
Jniversity of Hexico over the last two weels.

One of the main means of provocation being used by the Mon-
terrey Group in the escalalintg violence is their control of
the Mavican Communist Party (PCM). Just as it financed both

left and right=-wing orgjanizations to provoke the bloosdy violence of -

1968, the !Manterrey Group is now directing the PCM in order to
create a clinate of terror and chaos throughout the country.

The PCM in Puebla is at the heart of the fighting at the uni-
versity and is now trying to insure further clashes by demanding
that the military be called in to intervene. Armed PCM members
have been firing on the university frem surrounding buildings,
and have refusad to qgive up hostages they are holding in their
running battles with right wing thuqs, who are also in the pay
of the Monterrey Groun and their affiliates in Puebla.

Direct Yonterrey aroup control of the PCH is at least in part
carriecd out throush the close ties hetween the PCY and Gua=-
jardo Suarez, a national latifundist leader and founder of a

right-winy front organization known as Accion Comunitaria. Leaders -

of the PCY meet frequently with leading members of the Accion
Comunitaria.
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The PC4 nrovocations are receiving substantial propagandistic
supnort from the ‘lexico City -aily Excelsior. Excelsior, a major
conduit of Lhe CIA’s internatienal Christian Democratic networl
has defended the PCM in Puebla and has given its backing to the
FoM=tiad rector of the Universityvef Puebla, Luis Rivera Terrazas,.
e nanar has also oriated P2li=inspired charoes that the Puebhla
r"nlance was provokoed by the Socialist Workers Party (PST). Thn
in nvaosing right=wing hacking for the PCH and in denouncina the
T ovalfunsal to supnort President ScheverriaZs campaign acainc:
S aftiortbs of the fevican right and the-CIA  to overthrow his
