Britain Will Ball
Out Rail Shareholders

The Blair government on March 25 an-
nounced are-nationalization of British Rial-
track Corp. whichiswidely seenasan outra-
geous bailout of failed shareholders of a
collapsed and looted company. Railtrack re-
sulted from Baroness Margaret Thatcher's
privatization of British Rail. In two decades
of cutting both workforce and investments,
the new management destroyed the railway
system, causing aseriesof catastrophictrain
accidents and, finally, the bankruptcy of the
company. But by today’ sre-nationalization,
the government assumes all the debt added
inthe meantime, and pays off the sharehol d-
ers to boot. The 250,000 shareholders of
Railtrack will receive a£300 million “com-
pensation” by the government; that is, about
500 million Euro. These shareholder com-
pensations are not at all popular in Britain;
before the decision on March 25, they had
been ruled out by Transport Minister Ste-
phen Byers.

A newly-created entity called “Network
Rail,” essentidly run by the government,
will takeover what has been left of Rail-
track’s business and infrastructure. By as-
suming Railtrack’s debt, Network Rail will
defacto exposetheBritishtaxpayer toliabil-
ities of yet another £10.1.

| sraeli Mossad Active
On German Territory

German counter-intelligence officials are
aware of Mossad espionage operations on
German territory, reported the weekly mag-
azine Focus on March 25. The story hints
that Isragli intelligence operations are being
runin Germany “without German authoriza-
tion.” What Focusreportsismost likely only
thetip of theiceberg:

* In 1991-95 an official at the German
counter-espionage agency was recruited by
the Mossad as an informant, possibly not
only for specia information on East Euro-
pean and Russian immigrants that came
acrosshisdesk, but al so other sensitiveinter-
nal information about the counter-espionage
agency’ swork and personnel;

» Sometime before 2000, a Palestinian-
born collaborator of the counter-espionage
agency, whose job was to evaluate wire-
tapped phone calls among Arab and Pales-
tinian exiles who were under surveillance,
was also recruited by the Mossad. Heran a
pubin Colognewhich wasfregented by both
German intelligence officials, and promi-
nent politicians, including Foreign Minister
Joschka Fischer.

Both Mossad recruits had Israeli pass-
ports, and they had direct contact with Mos-
sad officers operating through the Israeli
diplomatic corpsin Germany. In both cases,
German authorities and the Mossad report-
edly settled the matter behind the scenes, but
not without some brawls between German
and Isradli officials.

The Focus revelations, making these
cases public for the first time ever, seem
to reflect frictions also inside the German
agencies, over the German policy toward
Isradl.
