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Among the already seasoned can-
didates, who have now  re-launched 
their  campaigns,  are  Rachel  Brown 
in  Massachusetts,  who  took  on  the 
notorious  liar  “Bailout”  Barney 
Frank, and built an army of patriots 
committed  to  restoring  the  sover-
eignty  of  the  American  Republic; 
Kesha Rogers in Texas, who created 
a  national  shock  wave  by  winning 
the  Democratic  nomination  for  the 
22nd Congressional District of Hous-
ton, while defending the mission of 
NASA and demanding Obama’s im-
mediate  removal  from  office;  and 
Summer  Shields,  in  San  Francisco,
