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comment of a Florida-based medical professional who 
characterized the number of Pestel’s fatalities as “an 
unacceptable CFR [Cholera Fatality Rate] after more 
than one year [since] the beginning of this epidemic. . . . 
We cannot continue being witnesses to negligent inter-
ventions carried out by the UN and its health branch.” 
Another medical expert warned that “the CTC [cholera 
treatment center] in the Pestel area needs to be reacti-
vated. We need to recruit the necessary number of phy-
sicians, nurses, . . . and Community Health Workers to 
address the medical needs of this outbreak, as a model 
of what is necessary for communities all over Haiti 
during the upcoming fourth, fifth, and sixth waves” 
(emphasis added).

As for the often terrible conditions under which 
cholera patients are treated in remote areas, Dr. Carroll 
caustically remarked on Jan. 24, “We don’t treat our 
sick animals this way in the States. Do you know any 
veterinarian who would put your cute pet poodle in a 
hot dirty tent with an IV while your dog is critically 
ill?” He noted that when World Health Organization of-
ficials came to Pestel, they said “there was not a prob-
lem with cholera in Pestel.”

On Jan. 12, officials from PAHO, CDC, the Inter-

American Development Bank, and other humanitar-
ian agencies gathered in Washington to announce a 
partnership with the governments of Haiti and the Do-
minican Republic to try to improve sanitation and 
access to drinking water, vowing to extend proper 
sanitation facilities to at least two-thirds of Haiti’s 
population by 2015. The estimated price tag for this is 
$1.1 billion.

In the context of global financial disintegration, and 
the control exerted over reconstruction by NGOs and 
the humanitarian relief “industry,” there is little opti-
mism on the part of Haitian government officials that 
the PAHO-CDC announcement will accelerate build-
ing the infrastructure the country so desperately needs, 
and has needed, for decades. As an anguished Father 
André Sylvestre, the pastor of Robillard parish in Nord 
Department, pointedly asked Dr. Carroll last Decem-
ber, after witnessing needless cholera deaths due to lack 
of medical facilities, “How many stupid deaths are 
waiting to occur before we intervene? How many stupid 
deaths are waiting to occur before we do something 
with the CTC in Robillard?”

Telling Haitians to wait until 2015 for clean water is 
the equivalent of a death sentence.

‘LaRouche Revolution’ 
On the Air in Haiti

On Jan. 30, the first edition of “The LaRouche Revo-
lution” aired in French and Creole on Radio Tropical 
Inter, 95.5 FM, in the city of Cap-Haitian, reaching 
half the country. Airing Monday through Friday at 
2:00 p.m. for one hour, the show features LaRouche 
associate Jean Philippe Lebleu of the Comité pour la 
République du Canada and his Haitian collaborator 
Charles Lukson of Cap-Haitian.

The first show presented the conceptions dis-
cussed on LPAC-TV’s Jan. 26 “Weekly Report” by 
Lyndon LaRouche and members of the Basement 
Research Team, Sky Shields and Ben Denniston. 
Lebleu reported, “We tried to give a conception of 
the development of the biosphere compared with the 
development of human beings. We talked about how 
the biopshere replaces what it considers obsolete by 

a new system of biospheric production. Mankind 
must follow the same kind of anti-entropic develop-
ment, otherwise it falls prey to imperialism, which 
feeds off the populations ignorance of those univer-
sal constants.”

The hosts stressed the necessity for Haitians to 
become immortal by participating in a vast space 
program with the Americans, Russians, Chinese, 
and Canadians. Luckson and Lebleu admitted they 
might be pretty old before Haitians get to Mars, 
“but this is how we dedicate ourselves for the bet-
terment of future generations, and become part of 
history.”

Subsequent shows dealt with who Lyndon La-
Rouche is and why his movement is critical for the 
survival of the human species; why Obama must be 
impeached; Glass-Steagall and the concept of credit; 
NAWAPA, the Arctic, and space exploration, and 
“Like the Dinosaurs, the British Empire Must Go 
Extinct.”
