LaRouche begins to promote “beam
weapon” defense to replace the Mutual Assured
Destruction policy, holding conferences in Europe,
Asia, Ibero-America, and the United States.

Ronald Reagan adopted the concept as the Strategic
Defense Initiative in March 1983.

* 1978. LaRouche associates publish Dope, Inc.,
a groundbreaking study of the British monarchy’s
creation and sustenance of the global drug trade—a
trade now acknowledged by UN agency officials to be
a mainstay of the bankrupt world financial system.

* 1982. LaRouche discusses the use of the “debt
bomb,” and writes “Operation Judrez” as the program-
matic solution. Its principles are still what is required
to deal with the blowout around the $2 quadrillion
derivatives bubble today.

* 1983. LaRouche, EIR, and the science organi-
zation co-founded by LaRouche, the Fusion Energy
Foundation, co-sponsor a conference in Bangkok,
Thailand, promoting the Kra Canal, a concept which is
back on the table today with support from both China
and Japan. This was in the context of LaRouche’s out-
line of “A 50-Year Development Policy for the Indian-
Pacific Oceans Basin.”

* 1984. Lyndon and Helga LaRouche found the
Schiller Institute, promoting the restoration of Clas-
sical culture and education as a necessary means to
restore creative thinking in the arts and the sciences,
without which a political solution to the world crisis
were impossible. The Institute has sponsored hun-
dreds of conferences on economics, science, and cul-
ture worldwide over its 30-year lifespan.

* 1988. LaRouche forecasts the fall of the Berlin
Wall and the collapse of the Soviet Union, long before
anyone believed it were possible, proposing a vast
cooperative project between East and West to rebuild
the decayed economies of Poland and other former
East Bloc nations
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* 1992. Lyndon and Helga LaRouche respond to
the collapse of the U.S.S.R. with a proposal for a “New
Silk Road” connecting the Eurasian nations through
development, rather than the movement of hostile
NATO forces closer to the Russian border, as was car-
ried out by the West.

* 1996. Helga Zepp-LaRouche leads a Schil-
ler Institute delegation to Beijing to participate in an
“International Symposium on Economic Develop-
ment of the Regions Along the New Euro-Asia Conti-
nental Bridge.” This symposium was the precursor to
the current policy of Chinese President Xi Jinping, for
the New Silk Road and the New Maritime Silk Road.

e 2001. In January, Lyndon LaRouche, upon the
inauguration of George W. Bush and Dick Cheney,
forecasts a major domestic terrorist event, which
would spark both new wars in Southwest Asia and
new police-state measures in the U.S. and interna-
tionally. Subsequent EIR investigations pin down the
British /Saudi role in 9/11.

® 2007. LaRouche gives a keynote speech in
Moscow promoting the building of a tunnel under
the Bering Strait, connecting the U.S. and Russia by
rail—an idea described by President Putin as a “war
avoidance policy.”

* 2008-14. LaRouche supporters organize the
introduction of resolutions demanding the restoration
of FDR’s Glass-Steagall law by Congress, in 29 states
and dozens of city councils and trade union confed-
erations. The mobilization has been instrumental in
the introduction of Glass-Steagall legislation in both
houses Congress, resolutions which now collectively
have about 85 sponsors in the House and 11 in the
Senate.
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
