Good afternoon, ev-
eryone. Thank you Dennis 
for your introduction, and 
also thank you Richard 
and to your colleagues for 
inviting me here, today. 
It’s really my great plea-
sure to be speaking to my 
colleagues and other 
members of the Schiller 
Institute. I hesitate, in 
such a public presenta-
tion, having to follow 
such impressive speakers 
as Dr. LaRouche and Madame LaRouche, who have ad-
dressed a great many things. I feel a bit humble in talk-
ing about the future, and about the future of technolo-
gies.
