Maxine Waters should be arrested for Treason
just more proof this is all theater
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As you may know, the Supreme Court struck down Roe v. Wade as unconstitutional, and Congresslady
Maxine Waters immediately puckered up and gave a press conference and said “to hell with the
Supreme Court, we will defy them”. In any rational universe, that would be cause for her immediate
arrest and permanent ejection from Congress, since that is treason.

We have seen calls from media morons like Whoopi Goldberg for Tucker Carlson's arrest for treason
for not agreeing with Pfizer or Biden, so what's the difference? Why is she a moron and I'm not?
Because Carlson is not a sitting Congressman, and because he has not actually called for insurrection.
He is just continuing a long tradition of partisan politics, where Reds attack the agenda of Blues, or the
reverse. That has always been allowed, which are why calls to shut it down now fall under the heading
of censorship. But we do not have any tradition of Congresspeople defying Supreme Court rulings,
since that is a recipe for anarchy and sedition. According to the Constitution, the Supreme Court is one
of the three pillars of our republic, so seeking to overthrow it is—by definition—treason. Waters didn't
suggest Congress get busy writing new Constitutional laws that would pass muster before the courts,
which would have been reasonable and legal. She didn't suggest women demand their state legislators
pass new laws—as Obama is doing, for instance. She called for open defiance of the Supreme Court
by Congress, which is way beyond the pale. She has done this before, calling for riots in the open air
with cameras rolling, and everyone just ignored it, as if it were normal.

You will say Trump has done the same thing, but that isn't true. He has never been caught on tape
calling for riots or insurrection or defying court rulings or breaking laws. Despite having the power
and position to lead an actual coup, he never did, or even got close to it. He has pursued legal remedies
all along to having the election stolen, for instance. He never once suggested that his followers should
ignore court rulings and take the law into their own hands. If he had said things like Maxine Waters
has been caught saying, he would already have been fried by Congress and Justice. But he didn't.
There is a huge difference between claiming an election was stolen and saying “to hell with the
Supreme Court”. In the first instance, we see Trump addressing a limited and specific situation, one
with legal remedies. It was possible that he could have prevailed in court, proving the election WAS
stolen. And that may still conceivably happen, since investigations are ongoing. But in the second



instance, Waters isn't just addressing a specific event or ruling, she is attacking the foundations of the
government and the Constitution. Which is by definition treason. She is suggesting the remedy to
political disagreement is to overthrow the Supreme Court. She is not calling for a legal remedy, but for
open insurrection.

The law is all about language, and Waters' language is incendiary and therefore treasonous. You will
say she just meant the ruling was wrong and that Congress would defy it by passing new legislation.
But that isn't what she said and it clearly isn't what she meant. She said outright that women should
rise up and break the law. A legislator, recommending anarchy. Just to remind you, the legal and
legislative solution would be for women to rise up and elect new representatives in their states and
nationally, who would then pass laws allowing abortion. If women feel so repressed in red states, they
are free to move to blue ones. They don't need to just travel to blue states for abortions, they can move
there permanently. Those states need more people, since the reverse is happening: people are leaving
blue states in droves, with the trend being heavily blue to red. That should be a signal to not only to
Maxine Waters, but to the major companies trying to force current politics down our throats—but they
don't seem to be getting that message.

We see this sort of horrible irony on a daily basis now, as when abortionists carry signs about bodily
autonomy while wearing masks and supporting vaccine mandates. But this has to be the ultimate
example of it. While the January 6 Insurrection hearings are still in session in Congress,
Congresswoman Maxine Waters calls for insurrection against the Supreme Court. The contradiction is
so big it fills the universe, almost becoming invisible in that way. And she isn't the only one. I believe
Adam Schiff and Chuck Schumer have said similar things. At any rate, we know the Democratic
leadership in Congress and the Justice Department have allowed protests at Justices' homes and
blocking of the Supreme Court, which in itself is treasonous. Abetting or allowing attacks on the
foundations of the government and Constitution is treason. The next President, whether it is Trump or
DeSantis, now has cause to arrest all these people when he takes office, and they may be setting that up
with the current theater. That all could happen, as part of their current destruction of the Democratic
party and of the social fabric in general. It could even happen later this year, when the Republicans
take over Congress. At that point these people like Waters could be removed for cause.

Notice I said theater, since none of this is happening naturally. I believe Maxine Waters is just another
actress, chosen for her looks, and she is playing the villain and doing it well. This is all part of several
scripts, the short-term script being to restart the abortion controversy to draw attention off other things.
So the Supreme Court justices are also actors, and are reading from the same script. It is all staged,
including the protests. It is hoped it will get your eyes off the election steal, but also—and more
importantly—off the vaccine crime against humanity and the people dropping dead all around you.

Another minor script has to do with Waters being black, since if she is arrested later or removed from
Congress, it is hoped that will spark more race riots. It won't, because black people are not generally
pro-abortion or pro-current politics, but CIA will manufacture the riots again anyway.

In the slightly longer term, the script is for the Democratic Party to completely implode, pushing the
country hard right. The Republicans will ride in as your saviors, and in the joy from that save you will
forget to try and hang all these criminals for mass murder.

I was under the impression this was about abortion rights, not about the legality of public nudity. Is
showing off your flab somehow a convincing argument in your favor now? No, because that isn't what
is going on here. What is going on is another planned fail. People like this were chosen by the CIA to
lead press releases, because they want to piss you off. As I keep saying, this isn't about abortion, it is
about creating division. It is about getting us to hate one another and fight one another, instead of
fighting them. It is about continuing to split men from women. It is the greatest eyes-off event in our
lifetimes, because they have to find a way to get your eyes off the vaccine genocide and the latest
incredible rape of the taxpayer.
