RuBy RIDGE WAS STAGED

Surprised? You shouldn't be. What else have we looked at that turned out to be real? Why am
I blowing its cover today? Because Randy Weaver allegedly died today. They published that
photo under title at Infowars above the announcement, and I immediately saw that it was a
paste-up. Randy is in a different light than the rest of them to start with, which is why he looks
super-dark, like he is hispanic or something. He isn't, but he does look Jewish, now that I
consider it.

That photo under title is the only one I could find with his family, and you now see why. They
were just military actors, thrown together for this project.
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That's fake. Can you tell me why? Because they instruct you to look at the camera and face
straight forward. If you don't they retake it. Also, Weaver lived in Boundary County, not
Kootenai County.

Weaver is a Jewish name, you know. Funny how I never considered that until now. He came
out of the Army, of course. Wikipedia tells us he was a Sergeant at Fort Bragg and won a
National Defense Medal. They sure downplayed that fact in the original script, didn't they? I
remember he was supposed to be some militia hick living in the woods in Idaho, but he was
actually an Army Sergeant (or higher rank), originally from Iowa.

Strangely, Wikipedia also admits Weaver was a Green Beret, which is Special Forces, although
they don't key on it. Which conflicts strongly with other things they tell us. We are told
Weaver left the Army in 1971. Since he was born in 1948, that would make him 23. But he
didn't enlist until 1968, when he was 20. Special Forces training is extensive, and you don't get
to be a Sergeant 18B or higher in just a couple of months. Your initial contract is for three
years, and after that you are given your assignment. So it is almost impossible that Weaver was
a Special Forces Sergeant at Fort Bragg and just quit after three years to get married and work
for John Deere.

He had allegedly attended Aryan Nations meetings, which is another red flag. Aryan Nations is
just another government psyop, like all the rest, including the American Nazi Party, the
Oathkeepers, Antifa, BLM, the Ku Klux Klan, the Proud Boys, etc. I have proved that in
dozens of previous papers. Remember George Lincoln Rockwell, founder of the American
Nazi Party, who was an active duty Commander in the Navy when he founded it?

I am going to pause here, because in searching for my own paper where I mentioned Rockwell,
I discovered Bing is now featuring and promoting Fauxlex's claims that I descend from
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Freemasons and have a lineage that goes back to the Sea Beast. Most searches on me are now
led by Bing top-listing Fauxlex and following that with a People Also Ask section:

People also ask

Is miles Mathis’s great grandfather a Freemason?
Is there a Freemasonic bloodline in the genealogy of miles Mathis?

How is miles Mathis related to Charlemagne?

Do you think any real people are asking that? Do you think those searches are outranking my
own papers? No, so this is proof Fauxlex is writing out of Langley or some AFB and is being
promoted by the government. Not only Google but also Bing. This section should be retitled
“People at Langley also ask”. The government computers have been instructed to ask the Bing
spiders those questions millions of times. This is how desperate they are to blackwash all my
research. Pretty sad, since it isn't working. It is just sending more people to my sites, since my
numbers continue to rise into the stratosphere. How? Because people aren't searching on
Miles Mathis. They are coming by word of mouth and are typing in mileswmathis.com.

James Fetzer is running a similar project against me, to try to keep my numbers down. He has
reprinted many of my papers, but fails to provide a link to my own paper or website. Google
and Bing then top-list his site instead of mine on any searches on those subjects, and fail to list
my paper or site. You have to laugh at how pathetic these people are. The government has
hired literally millions of people to run projects, and tens of thousands of writers, but not one of
them or any group of them can defeat me head to head—by writing a paper that is better than
one of mine, and turning the tables on me. They can't possibly prove I am wrong, since I am
not wrong. So they just prove a point I have made many times: they can't win except by
cheating. They have fallen back on these listing and ranking tricks: faking my numbers,
downlisting all my papers, hiding my research, and then making up fake bloodlines and
histories for me. Remember, Fauxlex was involved in that embarrassing slander against me at
Peace of Mindful in 2018, when they claimed I was a pedophile with an ankle bracelet driving
around in a golf cart because I wasn't allowed to have a car. Mark Tokarski, the owner of that
site, has since apologized to me for that, and even asked me to work with him (I refused, of
course), so if you run into Fauxlex (fake law), you might ask him why he is hiding behind a fake
name and continuing the slander after his previous comrade has admitted it was just slander.

Anyway, let's continue with Randy Weaver, who liked to be called Pete. What? Why Pete?
His middle name was Claude. How do you get Pete out of Randall or Claude? The stand-off
in Ruby Ridge was for 11 days and he spent 18 months in prison—mnot for murdering a
marshall, but for the original weapons charges. How could he be acquitted for killing a
marshall? Has anyone ever been acquitted for killing a police officer in a stand-off after
refusing to surrender? Not in real life. But somehow both he and Kevin Harris were let off for
killing a federal officer. Notice we have the usual numerology, with aces and eight everywhere,



telling us this was fake. We should have already known that, since Weaver's family ended up
getting paid over $3 million by the government for the faked deaths of his wife and son. Or
maybe the dog was worth $3 million.

Wikipedia fails to give Weaver's mother's maiden name. A people search finds no Wilma
Weaver of Villisca, IA, related to Clarence or Randall. No such person is found at Findagrave.
I found her listed for Jefferson, IA, but her relatives list is scrubbed at Intelius. Legacy has an
obit for her, where we find her maiden name was Truax. Randy's sisters are listed as Roberta
Reynolds, Coleen Labertew, and Marnis Joy. His aunts are listed as Vernedo Hawley-Atwood,
Marlene Bird, and Marvel Lyons Kane. The Queen is a Lyons. According to Intelius, the
other name may be a misprint for Harley-Atwood. The Harleys were the Earls of Oxford. So
these are some very peerage names in Weaver's family. Truax is also a prominent name from
Ohio, where they were congressmen. Also see Captain Robert Truax, died in 2010, a famous
rocket engineer in the US Navy who started Truax Engineering. Wikipedia gives no parents
for him and conspicuously doesn't tell us where he was born. Also see actress Sarah Truax, also
of Ohio and obviously Jewish:

Her mother was Emma Cornwall, the Cornwalls being prominent in the peerage, of course.
With more digging I found the name Truax was originally du Trieux, and they were among the
rich early settlers of Schenectady, NY. They were also Costers, DeVries, de la Grange, in other
words Dutch nobility of the East India Company.

Also see author Rhoda Truax, Jewish, father on the New York Supreme Court, mother a
Sanders. She graduated from Horace Mann. She married an Aldrich, linking her to the
Rockefellers, and later married a Silberman, Jewish.



But let's return to Marvel Lyons Kane. Her first husband was Robert Lyons, who mother was
Molly Zellaha. Yes, really. They go back to Joshua Lyons of Kentucky. Robert's grandmother
was Ina May Hoffman, Jewish. Her mother was Agnes Marx. Joshua's father was John Berry
Lyon of Virginia, so we can switch to Geni.com, where we end in Elijjah Lyon of Henrico, VA.
All this of course confirms my first guess above: Weaver was Jewish.

I assume Zellaha is just another variant of Zell, Zellers, Zoeller, Sellers, tying in that way and
giving us a repeat on that. A search on it finds these Zellahas of Iowa are still up to their tricks.
See this report from 2017 in Sioux City, Iowa, where a 52-year-old grandmother named Diana
Zellaha is telling how she was pulled right out of her house while her husband was asleep and
raped in some stranger's car. See how many red flags you can count in that story. To start
with, the title is “Spencer woman is speaking out after surviving a life-changing incident”. See
below, where we link all these people to the Spencers. Next, notice she mentions she and her
husband had just celebrated their 33™ anniversary. Why would she mention that? Just to get
that number in there.  Next, notice she claims she saved the clothes she was wearing, for
forensics. But they just told us two paragraphs earlier she was dropped off at her garage door
half naked. Oops, little continuity problem there, eh? The story is all about creating fear in
women.

Further research at MyLife finds her husband is Shane Zellaha, and he has also been in the
news. On August 30 of the same year, Shane pled guilty to shooting a firearm while under
eight controlled substances. He had been arrested March 16 with 2,400 rounds of ammunition
in his possession. Which sort of conflicts with Diane's story, since they tell us she was a nurse.
So she was a nurse, but her husband was on “methamphetamine, amphetamines, cocaine,
ecstasy, marijuana, opiates, oxycodone, and benzodiazepines”?

Their son was Tyson Zellaha, who died at age 31 in 2018. He was a Marine Corp. Sergeant.
His obit throws up some red flags, but I wasn't able to pin anything down at short notice. He
had a service dog so he may have been injured on duty. Or not. In that obit we learn his
grandfather was Richard Zellaha, and on Richard's obit we learn he was mayor of Alliance,
NE. We also learn one of Tyson's cousins 1s Zack Vasa of Rock Springs, WY. Vasa being
another huge red flag, as my readers know. The Vasas are Polish nobles, spawning kings in
many countries. And guess what, Zach Vasa has also been in the news recently! What are the
effing odds? He went missing in the summer of 2020 and his family are asking for donations
there. Oi1. His remains were allegedly found in March of 2021. But is this the same Zach
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Vasa? No, but they are related. The cousin of Tyson is 42 and has Ft. Bragg on his list. The
other one 1s 31 and is from MN and FL, died in WI. But wait. . . they are both Zachary J. Vasa.
The odds against that are huge. And double wait: the one from FI. died at age 24. So he can't
be the one who died at age 32 in WI. No other Zachary Vasas are listed, so the one who
“died” in 2021 must be our cousin of the Zellahas here, with his age changed. Remember, we
just discovered he is out of I't. Bragg.

Returning to Randall Weaver, I also find no Clarence Weaver related to Wilma or Randall at
Intelius. So maybe we should be searching on Peter Weaver? I would wait for them to create a
Findagrave page for Randy Weaver, but after the publication of this paper I don't think they
will bother with that, do you?

We are told his wife who was killed was Vicki Jordison, but Intelius only has one listing for
anyone by that name in the entire US, and she lived to be 65. She died three months ago. If
we search for Vicki Weaver of Idaho, we come up with nothing as well. No one related to a
Randall or Randy. We do find a Randall C. Weaver, related to Linda, but she is Linda
Wolterman, not Linda Gross. His daughter Rachel is listed, and she married someone named
Joel Fedor. Even more interesting: if we go to her page we find Minot, ND, on it. That's
Minot AFB, one of the largest in the country. Another daughter Elisheba—the baby, I guess—
is on his list, and if we go to her page we find her related to Brayden Bagley-Roberts. A search
on that finds them linked to the Mormons.

I searched on Joel Fedor, and curiously there is an actor at IMDB named Joel Fedor, who did
one film called Utopia. You have to admit that seems like a clue. Whoever he is, they live in
Kalispell, MT, and are related to Goldsby and Falzon, two more Jewish names.

That's Sara Weaver, again very Jewish looking. She could be a sister of Melinda Gates. But no
one ever saw that before me? We are supposed to just look away.

We are told Weaver's family changed churches often during his childhood, moving from Baptist
to Presbyterian to Evangelical. This just proves this script is being written by Jews, since any
real Protestant would know you don't move from Baptist to Presbyterian. Baptist and
Evangelical are conservative and fundamentalist denominations, while Presbyterian is a more
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liberal and open denomination, like Methodist, Lutheran, or Episcopalian. I know this, because
my family moved from Methodist to Presbyterian without much trouble, whereas we would
have never thought to join a Baptist or Evangelical church. We would have sooner joined a
Catholic church than a Baptist. Baptists and Evangelicals are known as Bible beaters, while
Presbyterians are much more progressive. Baptists or Evangelicals would have considered
Presbyterians far too liberal, and that was especially true in the 1950s, when little Weaver
would have been in church. I checked Wikipedia on this, and they confirmed it, adding that
this was due in part to churches like Presbyterian catering to “considerably wealthier and better
educated” families, meaning the division I had intuited wasn't only doctrinal, but one of class.

The script also conspicuously fails to tell us what Weaver was doing for a living out in the
woods of Idaho. Was he privately wealthy? Was he a prospector? A possum trapper? Or, like
Ted Kaczynski, was he a federal agent pretending to be a white supremacist?

Next we come to Bo Gritz, the negotiator who convinced Weaver and Harris to surrender. He
1s another huge red flag here, indicating the whole thing was staged by Intelligence. He was a
Special Forces Lt. Colonel, retired 1979 at age 40. So both Weaver and Gritz were Special
Forces! So cozy. Gritz was born James Gordon Gritz, January 18, 1939.  Aces and eights
again, and the Gordons are Dukes of Gordon, first cousins of the Stuarts. Bo Gritz's middle
name is a surname. His parents are scrubbed in his common bios, where we are told he was
raised by his grandparents. Right. Despite being expelled from highschool and never
attending college, he was a captain by age 23. One problem: you have to be a highschool
graduate to be Special Forces, so we have caught them in yet another lie. He fought in
Vietnam, and General Westmoreland mentioned him as “The American Soldier” in his
autobiography. Despite that, it has been discovered that Gritz apparently faked the paperwork
for some of his medals, recommending himself and being awarded multiple medals for the same
thing. They admit that on his Wiki page.

That IS a lot of medals for a Lit. Colonel! Reminds us of Patton's fake medals.

Although supposedly retired from the Army at age 40, he took private trips to Vietnam to
rescue prisoners in the 1980s. This would not have been allowed, and he rescued no one, just
using it as a grand photo-bomb. In 1989 Gritz infiltrated several conspiracy theory groups by
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allegedly trying to help create alliances among them. He worked with Eustace Mullins (who I
have already outed as an agent), Barbara Honegger, and Bill Davis on the Las Vegas
conference Freedom Call 90. This all tells me he wasn't retired at all, but had just moved from
Special Forces into CIA or some other agency. He was outed as a spook in the 1990s by both
the left and the right, and they admit that at Wikipedia as well.

In 1993 he paralleled Alex Jones, selling prepping and resistance to the New World Order. He
even started a splinter community in Kamiah, ID, called Almost Heaven. I hope you see why
that 1s a huge red flag. This guy involved as the negotiator at Ruby Ridge had had his own “far
right” community in Idaho! Later, Gritz was also involved as the negotiator with the Montana
Freemen in 1996. Do you remember how long that stand-off lasted? Go on, you know it. 81
days, aces and eights. Gritz's wife was Judith Kirsch. Jewish. She of course helped him trace
the Christian Identity followers to the Lost Tribes of Israel.

In 2005, Gritz was involved in the Terry Schiavo case, which is all we need to know it was also
staged.

Then we have the mention of The Late Great Planet Earth, the bestselling non-fiction book of the
1970s that allegedly caused the Weavers to become preppers. It was written by Harold Lee
Lindsey, and Lindsey/Lindsay is another name like Gordon that throws up a huge red flag.

Like the Gordons, the Lindsays are just one step away from the royal Stuarts. They admit Hal
Lindsey was a Christian Zionist, so this is the usual suspects. His early bio is completely
scrubbed, with no parents listed. He came out of the Campus Crusade for Christ, yet another
CIA front. Itis currently led by Steve Sellers. Sellers is a_Jewish name, see Peter Sellers. It is
related to Zellers/Zoellers. Campus Crusade was started by Bill and Vonette Zachary Bright,
Bill later being awarded the $1.1 million Templeton Prize. We have recently seen the
Templeton Prize, in my paper on Constructor Theory. It was founded by Sir John Marks
(Marx) Templeton, East India Company jerk.

The Brights started their first Campus Crusade chapter at UCLA with absolutely no prior
experience in seminary or theology. Neither had any degrees in divinity, and Bill had no
degree at all. So here's a question: why would UCLA allow these bozos to open a chapter
there? Don't you think major state universities would vet people starting chapters on their

campuses?  According to their bios at Wikipedia, they came out of nowhere, with no
experience, training, or funding, other than a candy business Bill started in his 20s and allegedly
sold. Despite that, we are told they “were influenced” by Billy Graham. Does that mean they
knew him, or that they saw him on TV? Bill's middle name was Rohl, linking him to the Rohls
of Indiana. The Rohls soon married the Zieglers and Morgans and moved to Beggs, OK, so
they were probably involved in the oil business. Beggs was a boomtown 1900-1926. Rohl and
Ziegler are Jewish names, of course. As for Morgan, we go back to a Daniel Morgan but then
the line ends. Does this link us to the Daniel Morgan, Revolutionary War general, and J. P.
Morgan? Probably.

Rafer Johnson was one of the Brights' first recruits at UCLA, which sort of confirms my whole
line of argument here. Remember, Johnson was one of the ones who allegedly tackled Sirhan
Sirhan, so we are just confirming his spook status here. He later became an actor. When was
Rafer Lewis Johnson born? August 18, aces and eights. At Wikipedia he has no parents. He
was a personal friend of Kirk Douglas even before he won the decathlon in 1960. He was
chosen for a part in Spartacus, but had to turn it down to maintain his amateur status. But the
point is, he always had big connections. Seeing him tied to the Brights is a bad sign for them
both.

Which takes us back to Hal Lindsey. Lindsey famously hosted an International Intelligence
Briefing for the Trinity Broadcasting Network, and you are now in a position to read the clues
there as well. They love to throw clues in your face. In this case, Trinity isn't a pointer to
Christ, but to Intelligence, as in Trinity College, Cambridge. Lindsey actually got in trouble
during those broadcasts because his message was so insanely pro-Israel and Zionist. So, were
the NY'T sales figures for The Late Great Planet Earth real or faked? Was it really the most
popular book of the 1970s, or did the CIA just buy up millions of copies? You decide.

To help you decide, remember the movie based on that book was narrated by none other than
superspook Orson Welles. I also send you back to the picture under title. Notice the shirt
Weaver is wearing: “Just say no to ZOG”. That is pasted onto his shirt later, but that's not my
point. My point is ZOG stands for “Zionist-Occupied Government”. Yeah, I had to look that
up myself. But we are supposed to believe Weaver was influenced by Hal Lindsey, who was
constantly on the radio promoting Israel. And Weaver was talked out of his cabin by Bo Gritz,
who was promoting Christian Identity as the Lost Tribes of Israel. Do you see what I mean by
lack of continuity in this script? But no one ever noticed that before me, right?

Next, we find that the charges against Weaver were faked, supposedly phoned in by a neighbor,
who had lost a lawsuit to Weaver. He therefore made false claims against Weaver, which
should have been easy to substantiate or dismiss. In short, the FBI doesn't proceed like that.
Then we find that Geraldo Rivera flew over the property in a helicopter, claiming he was fired
upon by Weaver. However, that report was also later found to be false. Both Weaver's
neighbor and Geraldo should have been prosecuted for making false statements and
accusations to the FBI, which is against the law. They weren't. We also find two years between
Weaver's failure to show up to court and the stand-off. That would never happen in real life.
The locals would either send police out to pick up Weaver or they wouldn't. There would be



no reason for the FBI to be involved in that.

Plus, even if we believe the mainstream stories, you don't kill a man's wife, son, and dog because
he sold a shotgun to his neighbor, do you? It makes no sense. They could have easily starved
him out, though I guess we are supposed to believe he had a five-year supply of canned food or
something. Once the military moved in, they could have gassed him out. They have gasses
that will immobilize you without killing you, but we are supposed to believe they preferred to
kill his wife, son, and dog for no reason. So, as usual, nothing makes any sense here. You are
seeing why: it was all faked.

Gerry Spence doing his best Grinch impression:

Not bad. Gerry Spence was Weaver's attorney, but he called no witnesses. He allegedly won
by attacking the government's credibility, especially that of the FBI. That never was very
believable, was it? The civil suit for damages never even went to trial. The government just
doled out $3.1 million to the Weaver family without bothering to hire attorneys.

When was Gerald Leonard Spence born? Come on, you know it. January 8, aces and eights.
He never lost a case on either side, as prosecutor or defense. Do you really think that is
believable? He started out working for the insurance companies, but later claimed to “see the
light”. Again, not believable. Spence was just a later iteration of Clarence Darrow, who was
the same sort of promoted fraud. We have previously seen Darrow started out working for the
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billionaires, then magically switched sides and became a defender of the little guy. But his little
guys tended to lose. They have made the staging a bit more subtle since then.

Spence came to prominence with the 1974 Karen Silkwood case, which of course was another
staged production, later starring Meryl Streep. The point of that one was to prove to the
audience that Kerr-McGee actually was producing plutonium, although the entire industry was
a fraud from the ground up. When Spence won a huge settlement for exposing Silkwood to
radiation, that seemed to prove there was radiation, right? Which seemed to prove that nuclear
bombs were real. You see now how it works.

I also remind you that we have already discovered where that name Spence leads. It is a
variant of Spencer, probably linking Gerry to Lady Diana Spencer, the Queen, Winston
Churchill, and the Spencer-Churchills, Dukes of Marlborough. ~ Which explains why at
Wikipedia, Gerry Spence has no parents. No genealogies are available for Spence. Wikipedia
tells us his second wife 1s named Imaging. Really? Not Imogene? No last name? According to
Instantcheckmate and Intelius, he is not related to anyone named Imaging or Imogene. His
relatives are Lisel Halmay Hardy, Kent Spence, and Lanelle Spence. Lanelle links us to a
Douglas Spence. Kent is probably Gerry's son.

The Halmays are Jewish/Hungarian nobles (Halmy von Halmi), related to the Heidelbergs,
Wolfners, and Fuchs. This is not beside the point, since it actually proves my point. If we
search on the Heidelbergs in the British peerage, we find Franz Raugraf von Jenison-
Walworth Graf von Heidelberg, who just happened to marry. . . wait for it . . . Mary Beauclerk,
daughter of Lady Diana Spencer.

This is a previous Lady Diana, b. 1734, daughter of the 3™ Duke of Marlborough. But a direct
ancestor of the more recent Lady Di.

So you see, they can't hide from me. No matter how well they scrub this stuff, I will find a way
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around them. Do you really think it is a coincidence that Gerry Spence is related to a Halmay,
and that I was able to link to Lady Diana Spencer through that so easily? I guessed it, and two
steps later I found it. There is no way that was just luck, or a false link. Now you see why
Gerry Spence's bio 1s so well scrubbed.

Just like Gerry, the Spences in the peerage are ridiculously well scrubbed, with none of them
leading anywhere. Although there are 123 of them, not one has any history and they seem to
come out of nowhere. I researched every single one. This would confirm the name is a
variation of Spencer, used by Spencers who wish to hide. They are related to all the same
families as the Spencers. We do find a couple of them in the US, though, including in Buffalo
and Gross Pointe. Also, I remind you that Bertrand Russell's wife was a Spence. She was
known as Peter and smoked a pipe. They were married on. . . January 18, aces and eights.

Did you catch that? She was known as Peter. Randy Weaver also called himself Peter. It is
beginning to look like yet another CIA joke or marker.

If you will remember, Gerry Spence took part in the ridiculous mock trial of 1986, where he
defended Lee Harvey Oswald against Vincent Bugliosi. Spook v. spook. Bugliosi won, with the
jury finding Oswald faux-guilty. So don't tell me Spence wasn't an agent. Bugliosi used this
staged trial as the centerpiece for his revolting book Reclaiming History, an early effort to forestall
my arrival on the scene. It failed, since their entire fake history is now collapsing.

[Added next day: A reader informed me that according to Spence's own biography, his father
was Gerald Milner Spence. Which means Gerry Spence's real middle name is probably Milner
as well, not Leonard. He is probably Gerald Milner Spence, Jr. Why give your son your name,
except for a different middle name? It makes no sense. But they needed to scrub that middle
name, since it was too obvious. That name Milner takes us a long way to proving my links
above already, since it links us to the Milner Group.

Gerald Milner Spence has a page at Findagrave, though Gerry isn't on it. I confirmed it was
the right person through the mother, however. Getting anything out of that page is still a bit
tricky, since they have scrubbed most lines out. However, if you follow the Smith line out
through the Briggs, you hit the Spencers of Essex Co., MA. Salem. That takes you back to
Stotfold, Bedfordshire. On the way we hit Gerrards, who link us to Isaac Newton. This tells us
we have the right Spencers. Findagrave admits this by publishing an excerpt from Colonial
Families of the United States (p. 687) on the page of Michael Spencer, which states he descended
from Robert de le Spencer who was steward of William the Conqueror. Findagrave decides to
end the Spencer line for some reason, but we can continue on back through the Collamore line
to the Hexts to the Fortesques, who are also top nobles.

Through the Whitbreads in Spence's lines, we can find more gold. They take us to the
Radcliffes who take us to the Woodvilles. Who take us to Jasper Tudor and forward to Henry
VIII. They also take us to John of Lancaster, who leads us right to Henry IV and the
Plantagenets. So I take my guess as proved. ]
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I went to a lot of trouble to prove this to you, but you should have known with the first clue: like
his cousin Tim McVeigh, Weaver was Special Forces.
